On May the 28th and 29th four students from Forbes Primary School 

went to the STEM Aboriginal Student Congress 2018 at the     

Adelaide Oval.  The students that went to the STEM Congress 

were Riley, Gary, Jade.R. and Seaira, along with Chanel and Mrs 

Rositano.  At the STEM Congress there were about 220 students 

from all over South Australia. The students had a wonderful     

experience, being involved in interesting STEM experiences and 

activities, meeting other children from around the state, listening to 

Aboriginal elders and professional STEM thinkers.  We also    

listened to keynote speaker Karlie Noon, who told us about her 

struggles growing up and her lack of schooling and how she has 

become the first Indigenous person in NSW to graduate with a 

Bachelor of Science (Physics) and a Bachelor of Mathematics (She 

is also the first member of family to complete a university degree.) 

The students got involved in all activities and represented Forbes
